The Reworld Media Group (ALREW), France's leading thematic media publisher and leader in adtech in Europe, has
announced consolidated revenue of €389.5M for the first 9 months of the 2024 financial year, down slightly by -1.6%
compared with the same period in 2023. Revenues from international activities accounted for 34% of total revenue,
reflecting the group's European roots. The BtoB division saw record performance, with sales up +3.0% to €219.6M,
thanks to the continued growth of its digital activities. The BtoC division recorded sales of €169.9M, down by a
controlled 6.8%, impacted mainly by the decline in sales of its magazine business in a consumer environment that
remains constrained.

In the 3 quarter, consolidated revenue fell slightly (-3.0%, -€3.8M), reflecting stability in the B2B division (+0.1%)
and a limited decline in the B2C division (-6.5%). Against a backdrop of intense sports-related news (Euro 2024, Paris
2024 Olympic Games), which is not very favourable for thematic media, Reworld Media has maintained solid
performance driven by the diversification of its digital activities into new performance-based levers and social
networks.

With a portfolio of more than 80 proprietary brands and innovative offerings covering a broad spectrum of the
communications market, Reworld Media is maintaining its strategic course and continuing to invest in the most
promising content, formats and monetisation levers. The group reaffirms its confidence in its ability to generate
sustainable growth, both in France and internationally.

BtoC division: strategy maintained to face market challenges

The BtoC division recorded sales of €169.9M for the first 9 months of 2024, down -6.8% (-€12.4M) in the same period
in 2023. After falling by -6.9% (-€8.5M) in the first half, the decline slowed slightly in the third quarter (-6.5%; -€3.9m).

Subscription offers (45% of BtoC sales) have fallen by -7.7% since the start of the year. However, the decline eased in
the third quarter (-4.1% vs. -9.4% in the first half). The group continues to capitalise on a portfolio of 1.6 million paid
subscriptions, with the average spend up +2.1%, to €5.44. Pay-per-use sales (55% of BtoC sales) have fallen by
-6.6% since the start of the year, including a more pronounced fall in the third quarter (-7.8%) than in the first half
(-6.0%).
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As France's leading magazine publisher, the group is facing market challenges by pursuing a strategy of targeted
price increases and diversification of its revenue sources. This strategy is designed to offset the decrease in sales
volumes, while maintaining the competitiveness and profitability of the BtoC division.

The third quarter was also marked by a number of initiatives aimed at enriching and diversifying the BtoC offering,
under the umbrella of strong brands that are benchmarks in their thematic universe and genuine guarantors for their
communities of reader-consumers. In July, the group launched Mon Petit Science & Vie Histoire, a history magazine
for young children. Building on the success of their first issues, New Romance Magazine, the leading magazine
dedicated to this best-selling literary genre, and lcon, the new high-end men's magazine, have returned to newsstands
with a second issue, confirming their relevance in an already diversified portfolio.

BtoB division: continued development and diversification of digital activities

The BtoB division recorded sales of €219.6M in the first 9 months of 2024, up +3.0% (+€6.3 M) in the same period in
2023. Following the growth of +4.3% in the first half (+€6.2M), the BtoB division saw stable sales in the third quarter
(+0.1%; +€0.1M).

Digital activities, which account for almost 90% of the division's revenues, showed steady growth since the start of the
year. Performance-based offers continued to grow in the third quarter, sustained by the expansion of new levers
such as influence marketing, content to commerce and retail media, which are confirming their strategic role. In
addition, branding offers continue to be very popular on social networks. As in the second quarter, these results were
achieved against an advertising backdrop that was not very favourable to thematic media, with a concentration of
investment around major sporting events (Euro 2024, Paris 2024 Olympics).

Every month, Reworld Media brands attract 37.0 million French people’, 30.9 million unique visitors? and 81.8
million followers® on social networks. This leadership, combined with a diversified portfolio of offerings, fuels the
potential of growth of the BtoB division. Social networks and new performance levers are essential drivers for the
BtoB division's medium and long-term growth.
